1) Any investigator (from outside or inside the study) may submit an analysis proposal to use Mind Your Heart Study data for ancillary studies or secondary data analysis projects.
2) Participation in the conception and design of the MAIN study does not warrant authorship on ancillary or secondary data analysis studies. However, if an analysis proposal is in a co-investigator’s area of expertise (e.g., Dr. Whooley for depression and CVD, Dr. Schiller or Mishra for echo-related papers, Dr. Mishra for data involving the Year 5 cardiac testing, Dr. Neylan for sleep), Dr. Cohen may connect the person submitting the study proposal with the co-investigator to discuss potential co-authorship.
3) For ancillary and secondary data analysis studies, all authors must meet standard authorship criteria, including participation in the conception and design of the ancillary study as well as drafting or critical revision of the manuscript. Although the many people who have been involved in data collection are welcome to submit analysis proposals like any other investigator, collecting data does not by itself warrant authorship. Per the International Committee of Medical Journal Editors, authorship credit should be based on 1) substantial contributions to conception and design, or acquisition of data, or analysis and interpretation of data; 2) drafting the article or revising it critically for important intellectual content; AND 3) final approval of the version to be published. Conditions 1, 2, and 3 must all be met (see http://www.icmje.org/). 
4) Funding sources will be appropriately acknowledged in all publications, but providing funding for the study does not warrant authorship and funders will not have a role in approval of manuscripts. All manuscripts should include the following acknowledgement:

“The Mind Your Heart Study was supported by the National Heart, Lung, and Blood Institute (K23 HL 094765-0), the Irene Perstein Foundation, and the University of California, San Francisco. This project was supported by the National Center for Advancing Translational Sciences, National Institutes of Health, through UCSF-CTSI Grant Number UL1 TR000004. These additional sources should be acknowledged for relevant variables:

--Inflammatory and SNS biomarkers: include the statement “This work was supported by an award from the American Heart Association and Brain and Behavior Research Foundation.”

--Sleep Study: Department of Defense/NCIRE grant W81XWH-11-2-0189
5) Based on the standard used in CARDIA (the Coronary Artery Risk Development in Young Adults Study), there will be no more than 6 co-authors on any ancillary or secondary data analysis study. Co-authors may include a biostatistician/analyst and methodological experts who have helped with the conception, design and writing of the study.

6) All studies using data from the Mind Your Heart Study should include “Mind Your Heart Study” in the title.
